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The swift and unexpected collapse of Lehman Brothers revealed serious shortcomings in the traditional prime brokerage
model. Lehman Brothers’ prime brokerage clients faced considerable difficulties in retrieving assets that had been posted
as collateral and the fallout has resulted in changes to the way prime brokers handle client assets.
